The Authority was established during the recent 2021 legislative session to enhance the production 

of clean sustainable energy, to make North Dakota a world leader in the production of clean sustainable 
energy, and to diversify and grow North Dakota’s economy.  To fulfill this purpose the Legislature 
appropriated $25 million from the General Fund and authorized the Authority to borrow up to $250 
million from the Bank of North Dakota to develop a loan program.
